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VOICE 1: Skin sores happen. But right now, some skin sores are diphtheria.
Diphtheria sores look like shallow ulcers, sometimes with a grey film on top. Red, swollen, crusty, weeping, or just not healing.
If you or your kids have sores like that, come and see us. We can test for diphtheria and treat it early.
Diphtheria spreads from skin sores to other people. The sooner we see it, the sooner we stop it spreading.
Your ACCHO knows you. Come and have a yarn.
